*Ask for our help when needed. We (parents) want to help you.

	*Communicate with teachers & school staff to develop a partnership that promotes student achievement. 
*Check in with child. If you see any issues with learning, let the school know so can work as a team to help overcome any barriers to success.
*Call your child’s teacher to problem solve any concerns.
	* Ask Questions. Communicate your needs. Talk to your parents/teachers. Be open and honest about feelings in school and out of school
*If you aren’t achieving your goals, problem solve what actions you can change. (Leadership Binder)
