The small logo is $300
and the large logo is $500. If it is not fully funded by sponsors, PTO will
cover the difference.

We are also
going to consider other vendors. We are still hoping to get this
completed over Fall Break if possible. Jessica mentioned that her
husband might be able to assist with the concrete portion.
