9-10	year	old

• Physical
– Better	coordination
– Complains	of	aches	and	hurt	

feelings

• Social	Emotional
– More	individualistic
– Often	worried/anxious
– Moody
– Impatient

• Cognitive
– Industrious	and	intellectually	

curious
– Beginning	to	see	the	bigger	world

• Language
– Love	descriptive	language	and	

word	play,	new	vocabulary
– May	revert	to	baby	talk
– Enjoys	exaggeration

• Need	to	study	for	tests	

and	quizzes

Class	Structure
• Longer	independent	

work	time
• Responsible	for	their	

learning

Homework
• 40-60	minutes	per	night
• Studying,	classwork,	

corrections,	20	min	
reading
