Evan’s family hopes
to keep his memory alive through this scholarship and inspire talented scholars to pursue a
career in cancer care and research.

In 2020, we will award one $2,000 scholarship to a Hardin Valley Academy senior and
one $2,000 scholarship to a Knox County, Tennessee senior.

The recipient’s checks will be deposited directly in the attending colleges bursar
account in time for Fall 2020 registration. Money will not be given directly to the
recipient.

Scholarship winners will be decided upon by the Evan Richey Memorial Scholarship
Committee, and decisions of the committee are final. Winners will be announced by
April 15, 2020 on the Evan Richey Memorial Scholarship Facebook page and/or
presented to the recipient at their respective school’s senior awards day.
