Farragut’s Project Giving Tree is underway! It will look a bit different
again this year, but we are grateful to still offer gift assistance to our
Farragut families in need of extra help this holiday.

Due to the continued impact of COVID-19, we will not conduct our
traditional tag distribution and gift collection. Instead, we aim to collect 500
gift cards to cover the costs of an outfit and toy or gift for each child in our
program. This model worked well last year and was also well-received by
our Giving Tree families. In 2020, we served 98 families with 250 children —
our largest Giving Tree yet! We anticipate a similar need again this holiday
season.

Our 2021 Giving Tree collection will run until December 3rd. Our Giving
Tree families will receive a mix of gift cards and purchased gifts if private
shopping becomes available. We also provide special extras like gift wrap
and food boxes whenever possible.
