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Our Mission
We, the staff of Powell High School, with the aid and support of home and community seek to provide for every student an educational atmosphere which fosters intellectual, physical, aesthetic, social and vocational development to the highest possible levels, while nurturing ethical conduct and mutual respect for others.  Through a challenging educational environment, we strive to prepare students to be productive, life-long learners.
Our School
Powell High School is a comprehensive four year high school enrolling approximately 1335 students in grades nine through twelve.  The school was established in 1948, and graduated its first senior class in the Spring of 1950.  The school was renovated in 1985.  Powell High School is accredited by The Southern Association of Colleges and Schools.  We offer a highly diversified curriculum, an outstanding faculty, and a modern, accessible facility.  We have a basketball gym, football stadium, field and track, softball field, baseball field, practice football field, band/chorus room, and a sports complex which hosts an additional gym, as well as a weight lifting room.  We have two parking lots for faculty and students. 
Our Community
The Powell Community, located in North Knox County, Tennessee, was established in 1789 by settlers moving through East Tennessee.  They established one of the first trading outposts in Northern Knox County. The community name is derived from The Powell Station train stop, and Columbus Powell.  Powell  has grown into one of the fastest growing communities in Knox County.  We host five public schools, two private schools and one Christian College.  The  Weigels Convenience Stores started and is still headquartered in Powell.  Our largest employer in Powell is DeRoyal Industries which manufactures and markets medical supplies. Currently, our district enjoys a diversified economic base, as well as population.  It consists of fifty elementary schools, fourteen middle schools, sixteen high schools, and ten other center/school facilities utilizing a K-5, 6-8, 9-12 grade level configuration, as well as pre-school or adult learning centers.
 Our Curriculum
Our academic program is organized on a 4 x 4 block schedule.  Four credits per semester is the course load offered to students.  Each day consists of four, 90 minute classes.  A minimum of 28 credits is required for graduation.  We offer 17 Advanced Placement courses, 17 honors courses and six dual enrollment courses as well as many different elective options.  Our AP courses offered are as followed: Language, Calculus AB/BC, Statistics, Biology, Chemistry, Economics, Environmental Science, European History, Government, Human Geography, Psychology, US History, French, Latin, Spanish, and Studio Art.  
Grading and  Ranking
Powell High School assigns letter grades using the state of Tennessee’s 4.0 GPA system. Class rank will be determined by using an unweighted Grade Point Average (GPA) with the following two exceptions:  determination of Valedictorian and Salutatorian, as well as upon request of a post-secondary institution.   All grades are included in computing grade point average and class rank except for those repeated due to failure or lack of sufficient mastery needed to proceed in the curriculum.  Grades are recorded on the transcript and computed at the end of every semester.  Rank in the senior class will be indicated in decile (top 10%, 20%, etc.) after the first semester of their senior year.  Quality points will be assigned according to the chart  below.
