West High School is one of 16 high schools in the Knox County Schools district enrolling 1535 students in grades 9-12. 
West High School is the only International Baccalaureate high school in Knoxville and offers the Diploma 
Programme, the Middle Years Programme, and the Career-Related Programme. Our student body comes from 42 
countries and approximately 44% of our students participate in the federal Free/Reduced Lunch program. Students 
are enrolled in eight year-long classes that run on an alternating  block schedule. Final grades and credits are awarded 
in May.

Knoxville is home to 187,500 people with a county population of 470,000. The University of Tennessee-Knoxville and 
Pellissippi State Community College are both located within two miles of the high school.
