% Register for Classes

o Once you have been accepted and cleared to register, it is your responsibility to
find and register for a course. Counselors do not have access to your
registration portal.

o Check with your counselor beginning the end of May to find out when your dual
enroliment periods are so that you schedule a DE class that fits with your
schedule at West.

% Important Points to remember

o DE classes are one semester only

o Your counselor is not able to register you for a class

o You must make a B in a dual enrollment class in order to keep the DE Grant and
continue taking DE courses.

o Your DE course and grade will appear on your high school transcript and be
calculated in your GPA!

FAQ for Dual Enrollment at West High School

What is Dual Enroliment at West High School?

Dual Enrollment (DE) takes place when a high school student is enrolled in high school and college simultaneously. In
other words, the student is approved for getting high school and college credit for the same class.

Only juniors and seniors can apply to take DE courses. Dual Enroliment provides a means for high school students to
accelerate their college education and get a feel for what learning will be like in college.

Most WHS DE students take classes through Pellissippi State. With the help of the Dual Enrollment Grant, this process
can save students time and money. DE courses taken off campus are normally scheduled during 1 or 4" block and
must be pre-approved by your school counselor.

Students are responsible for checking the college’s website for their DE application requirements which are different for
each college/institution.  Students will also be responsible for providing their own transportation to the
college/institution.

What is the Dual Enrollment Grant?

The TN Dual Enroliment Grant program is a grant for the study that is funded from net proceeds of the state lottery and
awarded to students who are attending high school and who are also enrolled in another college/institution.

For rising juniors and seniors, the grant will pay $500 for up to 4 dual classes.

To remain eligible for the grant, students must maintain at least a “B” average in their DE courses.

What are the Dual Enrollment Qualifications?

Only rising juniors and seniors can take Dual Enroliment courses.

To qualify for General Education courses such as English 1010 and Psychology, students must have:
e 3.0 or higher un-weighted GPA (no exceptions)

e ACT Reading score - 19 or higher

e ACT English score - 18 or higher

e Math courses have varying ACT requirements based on the desired course

Important Information:

Dual Enrollment courses MUST receive prior approval from the Student Services and administration.

Dual Enrollment courses are not listed as Honors or Advanced Placement courses on the high school transcript;
however they will receive 1.0 weight in the weighted GPA..

All eligibility requirements and pre-approvals for dual enrollment MUST be met by May 1 or students will be dropped
from taking the dual enrollment course.

What DE courses can WHS students take?

All DE courses taken off the WHS campus must be pre-approved by your school counselor. Courses for which a
student does not have written permission from the Student Services and administration prior to enrolling in the
course will not be listed on the WHS transcript.
