COURSE OUTCOME:

Color guard provides students with the opportunity to study visual performance of music. The course focuses on the study of the physical interpretations of music and the development of individual and group performance skills. Students will be exposed to strength training, aerobic exercise, and dance.  Individual practice, after-school practice and rehearsal sessions, and performances are required. Performance opportunities adhere to the marching band schedule. (Prerequisites: Previous experience, completion of try-out, and teacher approval; Instructor's signature required)

· November – final performances and learn new routine for Veterans Day & Christmas Parades
· December – prepare for Winter Guard Auditions
