In this course, we will study the structure and function of the human body, focusing on the major body systems in an effort to help you understand your own body and prepare you for college science courses. In addition, several Inquiry and Technology and Engineering Course Level Expectations will be embedded into the curriculum throughout the semester. Guiding questions include: What tools, skills, knowledge, and dispositions are needed to conduct scientific inquiry and how do science concepts, engineering skills, and applications of technology improve the quality of life?

As you can see, there is a great deal of material covered in this class.  Expect to have homework every night.  Even if you do not have a written assignment, you need to be reading and/or studying each and every night.  We have to move very quickly through this material, so you must work hard to keep up.  I am available most mornings and most afternoons to help you in any way that I can, so feel free to come to see me.

Late work

In order to get partial credit for assignments that are turned in late, the student must make arrangements with the teacher outside of class. Otherwise, late work will not be accepted.
Academic Honesty

Cheating occurs when an individual attempts to receive credit for work that they did not do themselves. Examples of cheating are using a cheat sheet on a test, copying answers from a neighbor's paper, turning in a lab report in which the individual did not participate and or copy/ pasting information from the internet and passing it off as your own.  A grade of zero will be assigned to all individuals found cheating and the student will be referred to the administration for disciplinary action.


Make up work

You are expected to be here whenever possible.  If you miss a class for any reason, it is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to make up any work that you have missed.  You have 3 days to obtain your make-up work (homework, tests, labs etc.) you missed while you were absent. I will expect all make-up work to be turned within a 3 days of your return to class. If you are absent the day an assignment is due, you are expected to turn the assignment in the day you return to class. I will have a folder in the class containing these assignments that the student should check.  In order to use class time efficiently, the student should check this folder and talk to your classmates before asking the teacher about missing work. I am here to help if you come to me, but NOT at the beginning of class. Do not ever ask, “Did I miss anything yesterday?” You did. You may come see me about make-up work before or after school or during enrichment. If time allows, we may be able to discuss make-up during class, but only after everyone is working independently.

Class Rules: 
1. Be prepared.

Be in your assigned seat and ready to work when the tardy bell rings. Come to class with the materials necessary for learning (something to write with, paper, your homework, notebook, etc). 

2. Follow directions.

Follow all instructions the first time they are given.  Some procedures will be in place all the time (how to head your papers, how to turn in assignments, how to get permission to go to the bathroom, how to be dismissed at the end of class, etc). However, other procedures will vary depending on what we’re doing in class that day. For example, you may not talk while I am teaching, but you must talk during group work. For our purposes, assume that you should be in your assigned seat and not talking unless instructed to do otherwise. This is especially important during lab activities!

3. Stay on task.

Participation during class discussions and activities is essential to performing well. You may not put your head on your desk, sleep during class or opt out without a consequence. No personal grooming during class. Electronic devices (iPODS, etc) are not to be used during class, unless given permission to do so from the teacher.

4. Be respectful.

Keep your hands, feet, inappropriate and or hurtful comments to yourself.  Our class is a team working towards a common goal and we need to support each other. Do not talk while the teacher or a classmate or a guest is talking. Raise your hand and wait to be called on before commenting or asking a question. Do not spray perfume or cologne in class as some people are allergic. Also, be respectful of materials in the classroom. This means cleaning up your desk area before leaving class and returning items to their proper place. 
Understand that all school rules apply in this class. (No food or drinks in the classroom.  No cellphones. No blankets. All hats must be in a locker at all times.)

Procedures

1. Have Fun: I know it sounds crazy, but we can have fun in here if you let yourself. Don't be afraid to be curious or to show how smart you are! Everyone has something to offer in the classroom, and everyone should participate. The more we work together and behave maturely, the more fun we can have.
2. Entering Class: Enter the classroom quietly and on time. Complete First 5-N-5
3. During note-taking or instructions: Questions and comments are great; raise your hand, and I will call on you. Talking during note-taking activities will not be tolerated. 
4. Restroom: * Go before you come to class. Each Student will receive 3 passes for the semester. 
5. Group Work: When we do group work in class, you will work with whom you are assigned or you will not get credit for the assignment. Any disrespectful outbursts about not wanting to work with a certain person will be dealt with like harassment. If you have extenuating circumstances, tell me in private, not in front of the whole class.
6. Class Dismissal: You may not pack up your things until I give you permission. We will work from bell to bell everyday. When I dismiss you, make sure you return your book and any other supplies to their proper place, pick up any trash or items around your seat, and push in your chair.
7. Textbook Checkout: If you must check out a textbook, see me at the end of the school day to check one out. You should have time to do this even if you ride the bus. When you bring it back in, I must check it off; so show it to me. Don't just stick it somewhere in the room and expect me to find it.

Media

Occasionally, videos will be used in this class to enhance understanding of concepts.  Educational anatomy videos approved by Knox County Schools will be used usually,  and on one or two occasions, episodes or excerpts from TV shows such as House, Grey’s Anatomy, Bones, or CSI may be shown when they correlate with the curriculum.  GATTACA and Contagion may also be shown during class.
