If	you	have	completed	those	
requirements,	choose	an	elective.	

3. Elective	or	World	
Language	(see	handout)	

	 World	Language	(French	or	Spanish)	is	required	if	you	haven’t	
completed	one	yet.	Choose	an	elective	if	you	have	met	your	

World	Language	requirement	or	plan	to	waive	it.	

4. Elective	or	World

	 2nd	Level	of	your	chosen	World	Language	required	or	choose	an	
elective	if	you’ve	already	completed	the	World	Language	

requirement	or	plan	to	waive	it.	

5. Fine	Art	or	Elective

	 If	you	do	not	have	a	fine	art	credit	yet,	please	select	a	fine	art	
class	(visual	art	or	music).	If	you	are	starting	a	new	Elective	

Focus,	consider	taking	the	2nd	course	of	your	elective	focus	or	PE	
if	you	have	not	taken	it	already.

Failure	to	select	courses	(including	
alternates)	will	result	in	the	counselor	selecting	electives	for	
you.	

• A	final	course	registration	form	will	be	sent	home	for	your	
parents	to	view	and	sign.	At	that	time,	you	will	have	one	more	
opportunity	to	make	changes.	After	that	deadline,	there	will	be	
no	more	changes	permitted.	

• After	school	begins	in	August,	no	schedule	changes	will	be	
permitted	unless	there	is	an	error	interfering	with	a	student’s	
graduation	plan.		So,	please	be	very	thoughtful	with	your	
selections	and	mindful	of	deadlines.
