[bookmark: _qhmapboherpu]If choosing the “One Large Binder” option, go for simple and sturdy.  Some are made with a filing-type section that students find quite appealing, but they do NOT work well. Also, purchase heavy-duty pocket dividers that will keep classwork divided. The binders with a cover that zip or that have a Velcro enclosure help keep things from falling out.
