Some differences and similarities between Chinese and
Western universities

Every Chinese student has to decide on a major even before entering the
university. In the U.S. and most western universities, students have some
flexibility to decide in the first year or two what they would like to specialize
in. But similar to the U.S., Chinese students also take some general
education requirements their first and second year in university.

There’s a big difference in the living situation between Chinese and
American university students. Often, American students will live in a dorm
their first year and then move off campus for the rest of their university
experience. Chinese students generally stay in the dorms all four years of
university, but nowadays, more and more students in China are following
the western trend and moving off campus after their first year.
