Course Overview

The Knox County 6™ Grade Social Studies Curriculum consists of World
History and Geography: Students will study the beginnings of early
civilizations through the decline of the Western Roman Empire and follow the
continuation of the Eastern Roman Empire as the Byzantine Empire. (5"
century C.E.) The curriculum focuses on the development of civilizations. The
study of ancient civilizations includes the impact of geography, early history,
cultural development, and economic change. The geographic focus will
include the study of physical and political features, economic development,
resources, and migration patterns. Students will analyze text like a historian
using appropriate informational texts and primary sources incorporating
writing strategies within the curriculum. Students will be learning about world
religions in 6™ grade curriculum. This course will teach students about the
historical context of ancient and major world religions and will follow a
common template for major world religions so as not to promote any religion.
