*According to Harbrace Handbook, 15th edition:

2. Using phrases, figures, or illustrations without citing the source;

CONSEQUENCES OF PLAGIARISM

*Plagiarism is a form of stealing and academic fraud. Students who are found guilty of plagiarism will have the option of either redoing the assignment within a specified time period and accepting a grade letter drop or taking a zero on the assignment.
